— INTER CLUB COUNCIL

THE (ICC) INTERCLUB COUNCIL SHALL BE CHAIRED BY THE \VICE PRESIDENT AND 2™ \VICE
PRESIDENT OF STUDENT COUNCIL. THE ICC WILL MEET REGULARLY TO ENCOURAGE AND
PRROMOTE CONTINUAL ACTIVENESS AMONGST ALL THE SCHOOL’S ORGANIZATIONS. THE ICC
SHALL CONSIST OF REPRESENTATIVES FROM €EACH CLUB AND CLASS. THE ICC SHALL OPERATE

AFFIRMATIVE VOTE OF THE STUDENT COUNCIL. ALL APPLICABLE PROVISIONS CONTAINED
HEREINNFTER SHALL BE €EFFECTIVE IMMEDIANTELY.

STATED.
